Code of Ordinances, as amended by Ordinance 2004-3, is hereby amended by 
deleting the same and substituting therefore the following: “Section 7.02 Adoption. 567 
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Iowa Administrative Code, Chapter 69, as presently existing and as hereafter 
amended, is hereby adopted in its entirety as  the On-Site Wastewater Treatment 
and Disposal Systems Rules of Grundy County, Iowa. 7.02.1 Definitions: (1) Septic 
Contractor - Means any person, or business firm, installing, repairing, or providing 
maintenance of on-site wastewater treatment and disposal systems for 
compensation. (2) County Sanitarian - Means the Grundy County Sanitarian or 
Environmental Health Administrator. 7.02.2 All on-site wastewater treatment and 
disposal systems shall be installed by a contractor that is approved to do business in 
Grundy County, holds a license in Grundy County to install, repair, or maintain septic 
disposal systems. Any person, firm or corporation desiring to construct, alter, repair 
or provide maintenance of any private on-site wastewater and disposal system in 
Grundy County shall file for a license to install with the Grundy County Sanitarian. In 
order to qualify for this license, said contractor must show current bond certificate 
indicating that this contractor and his/her employees are covered while carrying out 
work in Grundy County, fill out application form, pay annual fee of $25.00 and file 
with the Grundy County Sanitarian proof that they are a holder in good standing of 
an Iowa On-site Wastewater Association (IOWWA) certification as a Certified 
Installer of On-site Wastewater Treatment Systems, either Basic or Advanced levels. 
Certification must be obtained by December 1, 2015. Continuing Education 
requirements are to be determined by IOWWA Certification requirements. Prior to 
December 1, 2015, the applicant must maintain 12 hours of continuing education 
through training provided by IOWWA, or training approved by the Grundy County 
Sanitarian. All inspections of on-site wastewater treatment and disposal systems 
require that an IOWWA Certified Installer be on site during this inspection. 7.02.3 
The Administrative Authority will issue a Contractor’s License valid for a period of 
twelve (12) months, provided the applicant is the holder in good standing of the 
IOWWA Certified Installers License and has met the continuing education 
requirements of such certification. 7.02.4 An annual license fee will be determined 
by the Grundy County Board of Health and is subject to amendment upon vote of 
said Board. 7.02.5 Revocation and Denial of License - The septic contractor license 
may be revoked by the Administrative Authority if terms of this regulation or any part 
of this Ordinance, Iowa Code, Environmental Protection [567], Chapter 69 are 
violated. The contractor may only be reinstated at the discretion of the Grundy 
County Board of Health. 7.02.6 Revocation Period - Application for renewal of 
license, when the license has been revoked, will not be allowed for a period of one 
(1) year from the date of revocation. 7.02.7 Appeal Hearing - An appeal hearing on 
license denial or revocation may be requested in writing if made within 20 days of 
revocation notice received to the Grundy County Board of Health. Grundy County 
shall follow all rules of Iowa Code Chapter 69 for installing, repairing and service of 
on-site wastewater disposal systems, including any additions or amendments made 
to Chapter 69.” SECTION 3. REPEALER. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances 
heretofore enacted by the Board of Supervisors of Grundy County, Iowa, in conflict with 
the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby expressly repealed. SECTION 4. 
SEPARABILITY OF PROVISIONS. It is the intention of the Board of Supervisors that 
each section, paragraph, sentence, clause and provision of this Ordinance is 
separable, and if any such provision is held unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, 
such decision shall not affect the remainder of this Ordinance or any part thereof other 
than that affected by such decision. SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance 
shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication as provided

He believes that Rock Island Clean Line is proposing to pay farmland 
prices for commercial property.  He noted that as a private investment firm Rock 
Island Clean Line is responsible only to its investors.  Andersen believes that the 
property taxes which may be gained by this project are not significant compared to 
the decrease in value of the land which is affected and the loss of productivity.  He 
believes that this is the wrong project by the wrong company at the wrong time.  
Andersen also stated that instead of creating a new corridor Rock Island Clean Line 
could use existing right of way for this project.   
  Dennis Kruger addressed the Board also expressing appreciation for its support in 
opposing the use of eminent domain for acquiring property by the Rock Island Clean 
Line.  He believes that the next step that the Board should take is to file an objection 
with the Iowa Utilities Board to the proposed transmission line project by Rock Island 
Clean Line.  He discussed the efficiency of farming in bigger fields and stated that 
Rock Island Clean Line is attempting to steal the land from the landowners.  He 
believes that there is increased liability on the property on which the transmission 
lines are proposed to be built.  While he is not opposed to progress, he is opposed 
to Rock Island Clean Line being granted the ability to take his land. 
  Jim Doorley addressed the Board also opposing the proposed Rock Island Clean 
Line project.  He stated that he is grateful to his predecessors for preserving the 
land, and he spoke of the challenges to farmers, including modern day challenges 
by corporations.  He urged the Board to vote against the proposed project by Rock 
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Island Clean Line.  Inasmuch as no minutes of the informational meetings were 
taken, Doorley is concerned that Rock Island Clean Line may not be held 
accountable for assurances which were made at those meetings. 
  Ted Junker addressed the Board also opposing the proposed Rock Island Clean 
Line project.  He stated that the easement agreement with Rock Island Clean Line is 
vague and that this is not a necessary project for Iowa.  He believes that the 
property on which the proposed project will be built will decrease in value by 10-
30%.  He contrasted the differences between projects built by MidAmerican Energy 
and the proposed Rock Island Clean Line project.  T. Junker asked the Board of 
Supervisors to file an objection to the Rock Island Clean Line project with the Iowa 
Utilities Board.

  Kim Junker addressed the Board stating that Rock Island Clean Line has six 
proposed projects.  She said that the proposed project in Iowa is a bad project which 
involves approximately 9,000 acres.

Although 
agricultural related, these uses are not considered agricultural uses because they 
are designed to bring groups or individuals to the site for commercial purposes. To 
be added to A-1 and A-2 Districts as Conditional Uses:  Section IX (G) and Section X 
(G): Agri-tourism. 1) Obtain Conditional Use Permit. 2) Submit a site plan to Zoning 
Administrator that meets the requirements of the ordinance. And to add Conditional 
Use Permits to Section XXIV (D)(3)(d) and (e) as follows: d. To hear and pass on all 
applications for Conditional Use Permits. e. To carry out those duties required by 
Statute or Regulation. And to add Conditional Use Permits to the Ordinance as 
Section XXIIIA, as follows: SECTION XXIIIA CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS. A. 
Application. All conditional uses as prescribed in the use regulation for the specific 
zoning districts shall meet the requirements of this section. Applications for conditional 
use permits shall be made to the Zoning Administrator in duplicate on forms furnished 
by the Administrator and shall include the following information as is pertinent and 
necessary to demonstrate compliance with this Ordinance and for proper review by 
the County Planning and Zoning Commission. Said information shall be required, but 
not limited to: 1. Name of applicant/owner. 2. Name of developer, if not the owner.  3. 
Legal description of area. 4. Proposed use. 5. A site plan. Additional information as 
may be required by the Commission or Administrator: 1. Basement and first floor 
elevations. 2. Utility elevations including sewer and water systems. 3. Regularity flood 
elevation. 4. Areas subject to inundation by floodwaters. 5. Floodproofing measures. 
6. Existing or proposed landscaping. 7. Any additional data reasonably required by the 
Zoning Administrator or Commission. B. Procedure. 1. A conditional use permit shall 
be submitted to the Zoning Administrator with any accompanying requests or 
additional enclosures. The Administrator will determine if all information is provided 
and adequate for review. 2. The permit shall be forwarded to the Commission for its 
review and recommendations at the next scheduled regular meeting. The Commission 
shall review such permit and return a written report of their findings and 
recommendations to the Board of Adjustment. In their review, the Commission shall 
consider each of the standards established in this section and other prescribed 
standards found in this Ordinance. 3. Conditions and restrictions recommended by the 
Commission shall be attached to an approval of the subject application in a separate 
paragraph in the written report. 4. Public Hearing Notice. The Board of Adjustment 
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upon receipt of the recommendation and report from the Commission shall conduct a 
public hearing for the consideration of the permit. Notice of time and place of the 
hearing, in accordance with established public hearing procedures shall be published. 
5. The Board of Adjustment shall, after report from the County Zoning Commission 
and conducting a public hearing on the permit, render a decision. In their review the 
Board of Adjustment shall consider standards established in this section other 
prescribed standards found in this Ordinance, and the Commission's report with 
recommended restrictions and conditions. The Board of Adjustment shall either grant 
the permit for conditional use, grant it subject to conditions, or deny the application. 
The Board of Adjustment shall not modify or lessen the degree of restrictions and 
conditions as recommended by the Commission except by favorable vote of at least 
three (3) members of all the members of the Board of Adjustment in attendance. 6. 
The Board of Adjustment may impose such conditions, including restrictions and 
safeguards, upon the property benefited by the conditional use as considered 
necessary to prevent or minimize adverse effects upon other property in the vicinity or 
upon public facilities and services.  Such conditions shall be expressly set forth in the 
approval of the conditional use. Violations of such conditions shall be a violation of this 
Ordinance. C. Standards. No conditional or special use shall be recommended by the 
Commission and approval granted by the Board of Adjustment unless the 
Commission and the Board shall consider all relevant factors and standards specified 
in other sections of this Ordinance and including but not limited to the following: 1. 
That such use shall be in accord with the intent, purpose, and spirit of this Ordinance 
and the Comprehensive Plan of Grundy County. 2. That the proposed location, 
design, construction, and operation of the particular use adequately safeguards the 
health, safety, and general welfare of persons residing or working in adjoining or 
surrounding property. 3. That such use shall not impair an adequate supply of light 
and air to surrounding property. 4. That such use shall not unduly increase congestion 
in the streets, or public danger of fire and safety. 5. That such use shall not diminish or 
impair established property values in adjoining or surrounding property. 6. That such 
use shall not be found to be hazardous, harmful, offensive or otherwise adverse to the 
environmental quality in the county and its communities. 7. The suitability of the site 
for proposed use and compatibility with surrounding properties. 8. That such use shall 
not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding 
vacant property for predominant uses in the area. 9. That the best practical means 
known for the disposal of refuse matter or water-carried waste, the abatement of 
obnoxious or offensive odor, dust, smoke, gas, noise, or similar nuisance, shall be 
employed. 10. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary 
facilities have been or are being provided. 11. That adequate measures have been 
provided to allow sufficient off-street parking and loading space to serve the proposed 
use. Furthermore, no conditional use permit in the application of the provisions of this 
Ordinance, concerning floodplain development, shall be made unless the 
Commission, the Board of Supervisors and the Board of Adjustment consider all 
relevant factors specified in other sections of this Ordinance, and 1. That the granting 
of the permit or variance will not result in increased flood heights, cause extraordinary 
public expense or create nuisances, as determined by the Department of Natural 
Resources. 2. Exceed the minimum variance necessary to afford relief considering the 
flood hazard as determined by the Department of Natural Resources. 3. The danger to 
life and property due to increased flood heights or velocities caused by 
encroachments. 4. The danger that materials may be swept on to other lands or 
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downstream to the injury of others. 5. The proposed water supply and sanitation 
systems and the ability of these systems to prevent disease, contamination and 
unsanitary conditions. 6. The susceptibility of the proposed facility and its contents to 
flood damage and the effect of such damage on the individual owner. 7. The 
importance of the services provided by the proposed facility to the community. 8. The 
requirements of the facility for a floodplain location. 9. The availability of alternative 
locations not subject to flooding for the proposed use. 10. The compatibility of the 
proposed use with existing development and development anticipated in the 
foreseeable future. 11. The relationship of the proposed use to the comprehensive 
plan and floodplain management program for the area. 12. The safety of access to the 
property in times of flood for ordinary and emergency vehicles. 13. The expected 
heights, velocity, duration, rate of rise and sediment transport of the flood water 
expected at the site. 14. Such other factors which are relevant to the purpose of this 
Ordinance. D. Conditions. Upon consideration of the factors listed in Section XXIV (C) 
"Standards" and all relevant factors, the Commission may recommend and the Board 
may attach such conditions to the granting of conditional uses as it deems necessary 
to further the purpose of this Ordinance. Such conditions may include, but not 
necessarily be limited to: 1. Modification of waste disposal and water supply facilities. 
2. Limitation on periods of use and operation. 3. Imposition of operational controls, 
sureties, and deed restrictions. 4. Landscaping. 5. Architectural design. 6. Type of 
construction. 7. Construction commencement and completion dates. 8. Lighting.  9. 
Size and number of signs. 10. Higher performance standards. 11. Road dedication. 
12. Certified survey maps. 13. Ground cover. 14. Diversions. 15. Silting basins. 16. 
Terraces. 17. Streambank protection. 18. Planting screens. 19. Operational control. 
20. Improved traffic circulation. 21. Highway access restrictions. 22. Increased yards. 
23. Additional parking. Furthermore, conditional use permits issued for floodplain 
development may include such conditions, but not necessarily be limited to: 1. 
Requirements for construction of channel modification, dikes, levees, and other 
protective measures, provided such are approved by the Department of Natural 
Resources and are deemed the only practical alternative to achieving the purposes of 
this Ordinance. 2. Floodproofing Measures. Floodproofing measures shall be 
designed consistent with the flood protection elevation for the particular area, flood 
velocities, durations, rate of rise, hydrostatic and hydrodynamic forces, and other 
factors associated with the regulatory flood. The Board shall require that the applicant 
submit a plan or document certified by a registered professional engineer that the 
floodproofing measures are consistent with the regulatory flood protection elevation 
and associated flood factors for the particular area. Such floodproofing measures may 
include, but are not necessarily limited to the following: a. Anchorage to resist flotation 
and lateral movement. b. Installation of watertight doors, bulkheads, and shutters, or 
similar methods of construction. c. Reinforcement of walls to resist water pressures. d. 
Use of paints, membranes, or mortars to reduce seepage of water through walls. e. 
Addition of mass or weight structures to resist flotation. f. Installation of pumps to 
lower water levels in structures. g. Construction of water supply and waste treatment 
systems so as to prevent the entrance of flood waters. h. Pumping facilities or 
comparable practices for subsurface drainage systems for building to relieve external 
foundation wall and basement flood pressures. i. Construction to resist rupture or 
collapse caused by water pressure or floating debris. j. Installation of valves or 
controls on sanitary and storm drains which will permit the drains to be closed to 
prevent backup of sewage and stormwaters into the buildings or structures. k. 
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Location of all electrical equipment and circuits in a manner which will assure they are 
not subject to flooding. E. Compliance. Any use permitted under the terms of any 
conditional use permit shall be established and conducted in conformity to the terms 
of such permit and of any conditions designated in connection therewith. WHEREAS, 
the Board of Supervisors considered the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning 
Commission, and WHEREAS, a hearing date must be established to consider the 
proposed Ordinance. NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Grundy County

And to add Conditional Use Permits to the Ordinance as 
Section XXIIIA, as follows: SECTION XXIIIA. CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS. A. 
Application. All conditional uses as prescribed in the use regulation for the specific 
zoning districts shall meet the requirements of this section.  Applications for 
conditional use permits shall be made to the Zoning Administrator in duplicate on 
forms furnished by the Administrator and shall include the following information as is 
pertinent and necessary to demonstrate compliance with this Ordinance and for 
proper review by the County Planning and Zoning Commission.  Said information shall 
be required, but not limited to:  1. Name of applicant/owner.  2. Name of developer, if 
not the owner.  3. Legal description of area.  4. Proposed use.  5. A site plan.  
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Additional information as may be required by the Commission or Administrator: 1.

5. Floodproofing measures.  6. Existing or proposed landscaping.  7. Any additional 
data reasonably required by the Zoning Administrator or Commission. B. Procedure. 
1. A conditional use permit shall be submitted to the Zoning Administrator with any 
accompanying requests or additional enclosures. The Administrator will determine if 
all information is provided and adequate for review. 2. The permit shall be forwarded 
to the Commission for its review and recommendations at the next scheduled regular 
meeting.  The Commission shall review such permit and return a written report of their 
findings and recommendations to the Board of Adjustment.  In their review, the 
Commission shall consider each of the standards established in this section and other 
prescribed standards found in this Ordinance. 3. Conditions and restrictions 
recommended by the Commission shall be attached to an approval of the subject 
application in a separate paragraph in the written report. 4. Public Hearing Notice.  
The Board of Adjustment upon receipt of the recommendation and report from the 
Commission shall conduct a public hearing for the consideration of the permit.  Notice 
of time and place of the hearing, in accordance with established public hearing 
procedures shall be published. 5. The Board of Adjustment shall, after report from the 
County Zoning Commission and conducting a public hearing on the permit, render a 
decision.  In their review the Board of Adjustment shall consider standards established 
in this section other prescribed standards found in this Ordinance, and the 
Commission's report with recommended restrictions and conditions. The Board of 
Adjustment shall either grant the permit for conditional use, grant it subject to 
conditions, or deny the application. The Board of Adjustment shall not modify or 
lessen the degree of restrictions and conditions as recommended by the Commission 
except by favorable vote of at least three (3) members of all the members of the Board 
of Adjustment in attendance. 6. The Board of Adjustment may impose such 
conditions, including restrictions and safeguards, upon the property benefited by the 
conditional use as considered necessary to prevent or minimize adverse effects upon 
other property in the vicinity or upon public facilities and services.  Such conditions 
shall be expressly set forth in the approval of the conditional use.  Violations of such 
conditions shall be a violation of this Ordinance. C. Standards. No conditional or 
special use shall be recommended by the Commission and approval granted by the 
Board of Adjustment unless the Commission and the Board shall consider all relevant 
factors and standards specified in other sections of this Ordinance and including but 
not limited to the following: 1. That such use shall be in accord with the intent, 
purpose, and spirit of this Ordinance and the Comprehensive Plan of Grundy County. 
2. That the proposed location, design, construction, and operation of the particular use 
adequately safeguards the health, safety, and general welfare of persons residing or 
working in adjoining or surrounding property. 3. That such use shall not impair an 
adequate supply of light and air to surrounding property. 4. That such use shall not 
unduly increase congestion in the streets, or public danger of fire and safety. 5. That 
such use shall not diminish or impair established property values in adjoining or 
surrounding property. 6. That such use shall not be found to be hazardous, harmful, 
offensive or otherwise adverse to the environmental quality in the county and its 
communities. 7. The suitability of the site for proposed use and compatibility with 
surrounding properties. 8. That such use shall not impede the normal and orderly 
development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for predominant uses 
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in the area. 9. That the best practical means known for the disposal of refuse matter or 
water-carried waste, the abatement of obnoxious or offensive odor, dust, smoke, gas, 
noise, or similar nuisance, shall be employed. 10. That adequate utilities, access 
roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided. 11. 
That adequate measures have been provided to allow sufficient off-street parking and 
loading space to serve the proposed use. Furthermore, no conditional use permit in 
the application of the provisions of this Ordinance, concerning floodplain development, 
shall be made unless the Commission, the Board of Supervisors and the Board of 
Adjustment consider all relevant factors specified in other sections of this Ordinance, 
and 1. That the granting of the permit or variance will not result in increased flood 
heights, cause extraordinary public expense or create nuisances, as determined by 
the Department of Natural Resources. 2. Exceed the minimum variance necessary to 
afford relief considering the flood hazard as determined by the Department of Natural 
Resources. 3. The danger to life and property due to increased flood heights or 
velocities caused by encroachments. 4. The danger that materials may be swept on to 
other lands or downstream to the injury of others. 5. The proposed water supply and 
sanitation systems and the ability of these systems to prevent disease, contamination 
and unsanitary conditions. 6. The susceptibility of the proposed facility and its contents 
to flood damage and the effect of such damage on the individual owner. 7. The 
importance of the services provided by the proposed facility to the community. 8. The 
requirements of the facility for a floodplain location. 9. The availability of alternative 
locations not subject to flooding for the proposed use. 10. The compatibility of the 
proposed use with existing development and development anticipated in the 
foreseeable future. 11. The relationship of the proposed use to the comprehensive 
plan and floodplain management program for the area. 12. The safety of access to the 
property in times of flood for ordinary and emergency vehicles. 13. The expected 
heights, velocity, duration, rate of rise and sediment transport of the flood water 
expected at the site. 14. Such other factors which are relevant to the purpose of this 
Ordinance. D. Conditions. Upon consideration of the factors listed in Section XXIV (C) 
"Standards" and all relevant factors, the Commission may recommend and the Board 
may attach such conditions to the granting of conditional uses as it deems necessary 
to further the purpose of this Ordinance. Such conditions may include, but not 
necessarily be limited to: 1. Modification of waste disposal and water supply facilities. 
2. Limitation on periods of use and operation. 3. Imposition of operational controls, 
sureties, and deed restrictions. 4. Landscaping. 5. Architectural design. 6. Type of 
construction. 7. Construction commencement and completion dates. 8. Lighting. 9. 
Size and number of signs. 10. Higher performance standards. 11. Road dedication. 
12. Certified survey maps. 13. Ground cover. 14. Diversions. 15. Silting basins. 16. 
Terraces. 17. Streambank protection. 18. Planting screens. 19. Operational control. 
20. Improved traffic circulation. 21. Highway access restrictions. 22. Increased yards. 
23. Additional parking. Furthermore, conditional use permits issued for floodplain 
development may include such conditions, but not necessarily be limited to: 1. 
Requirements for construction of channel modification, dikes, levees, and other 
protective measures, provided such are approved by the Department of Natural 
Resources and are deemed the only practical alternative to achieving the purposes of 
this Ordinance. 2. Floodproofing Measures. Floodproofing measures shall be 
designed consistent with the flood protection elevation for the particular area, flood 
velocities, durations, rate of rise, hydrostatic and hydrodynamic forces, and other 
factors associated with the regulatory flood. The Board shall require that the applicant 
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submit a plan or document certified by a registered professional engineer that the 
floodproofing measures are consistent with the regulatory flood protection elevation 
and associated flood factors for the particular area. Such floodproofing measures may 
include, but are not necessarily limited to the following: a. Anchorage to resist flotation 
and lateral movement. b. Installation of watertight doors, bulkheads, and shutters, or 
similar methods of construction. c. Reinforcement of walls to resist water pressures. d. 
Use of paints, membranes, or mortars to reduce seepage of water through walls. e. 
Addition of mass or weight structures to resist flotation. f. Installation of pumps to 
lower water levels in structures. g. Construction of water supply and waste treatment 
systems so as to prevent the entrance of flood waters. h. Pumping facilities or 
comparable practices for subsurface drainage systems for building to relieve external 
foundation wall and basement flood pressures. i. Construction to resist rupture or 
collapse caused by water pressure or floating debris. j. Installation of valves or 
controls on sanitary and storm drains which will permit the drains to be closed to 
prevent backup of sewage and stormwaters into the buildings or structures. k. 
Location of all electrical equipment and circuits in a manner which will assure they are 
not subject to flooding. E. Compliance. Any use permitted under the terms of any 
conditional use permit shall be established and conducted in conformity to the terms 
of such permit and of any conditions designated in connection therewith. WHEREAS, 
the Board of Supervisors considered the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning 
Commission, and WHEREAS, a hearing date must be established to consider the 
proposed Ordinance. NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Grundy County 
Board of Supervisors that it conduct a public hearing on the proposed Ordinance on 
the 24th day of August, 2015, at 9:00 o’clock A.M. at the Board Room of the Grundy 
County Courthouse, Grundy Center, Iowa, and BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 
Grundy County Auditor cause notice of the proposed hearing to be published in the 
official newspapers of the County in accordance with the County Zoning Ordinance.

APPROVING POST-ISSUANCE COMPLIANCE POLICY" and moved that it be 
adopted.

  Whereupon, the Chairperson declared the Resolution duly adopted as follows: 
RESOLUTION APPROVING POST-ISSUANCE COMPLIANCE POLICY 
  WHEREAS, Grundy County, State of Iowa, sometimes hereinafter referred to as 
the "Issuer", is a municipal corporation duly incorporated, organized and existing 
under and by virtue of the Constitution and laws of the State of Iowa; and 
WHEREAS, various requirements apply under the Internal Revenue Code and 
Income Tax Regulations (hereinafter “IRS Requirements”) including information filing 
and other requirements related to issuance, the proper and timely use of bond-
financed property, and arbitrage yield restriction and rebate requirements; and 
WHEREAS, to comply with the IRS Requirements, governmental bond issuers must 
ensure that the rules are met at the time the bonds, capital loan notes or lease-
purchase obligations (hereinafter “bonds”) are issued and throughout the term of the 
bonds; and WHEREAS, this includes the continued review of post-issuance 
obligations and maintenance of records. 
  NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF 
GRUNDY COUNTY, STATE OF IOWA, THAT THE FOLLOWING WRITTEN 
PROCEDURES ARE ADOPTED WHICH SHALL APPLY WITH RESPECT TO ALL 
TAX EXEMPT OBLIGATIONS INCURRED BY THE ISSUER: 
  Section 1.  The “Tax Compliance and Record Retention for Tax-Exempt 
Governmental Bonds” (hereinafter “Policy”) attached hereto as Exhibit A is hereby 
adopted and approved.   
  Section 2.  The official designated in said policy shall take any and all action 
necessary to properly implement the policy.

Tax Compliance and Record Retention for Tax-Exempt Governmental Bonds 

Effective Date: September 8, 2015 
Definitions 
“Advisors” means the Issuer’s bond counsel, municipal advisor, paying agent, and 
rebate analyst. 
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“Bonds” mean bonds, notes or other obligations subject to the Code, Rules and 
applicable securities regulations. 
“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. 
“Governing Body” means the Board of Supervisors of the Issuer. 
“Issuer” means Grundy County, State of Iowa. 
“Rules” means Sections 103 and 141 through 150 of the Internal Revenue Code of 
1986, as amended, and the U.S. Treasury Regulations promulgated thereunder. 
Purpose 
Issuers of tax-exempt governmental Bonds must comply with federal tax rules 
pertaining to expenditure of proceeds for qualified costs, rate of expenditure, use of 
bond financed property, investment of proceeds in compliance with arbitrage rules, 
and retention of records.   
As an issuer of such Bonds, the Governing Body, is required by Rules to take certain 
actions subsequent to the issuance of the Bonds to ensure the continuing tax-
exempt status of such Bonds.  Further, Section 6001 of the Code and Section 
1.6001-1(a) of the Treasury Regulations impose record retention requirements on 
the Issuer with respect to its tax-exempt governmental Bonds. 
The procedures encompassed herein, which to the best knowledge and belief of the 
Issuer and administrative staff have heretofore been followed although not set forth 
in formal written operating procedures, are intended to assure that the Issuer shall 
meet its compliance obligations as an issuer of tax-exempt bonds and particularly 
with respect to the expenditure of proceeds for qualified costs, rate of expenditure, 
use of bond financed property, investment of proceeds in compliance with arbitrage 
rules, and retention of records.  
Effective Date and Term 
The effective date of this policy shall be the date of approval by the Governing Body, 
and shall remain in effect until superseded or terminated by action of the Governing 
Body. The Issuer shall comply with this policy upon issuance of Bonds and as long 
as the Bonds remain outstanding. This policy may be revised to comply with 
amendments to the Rules during the period the Bonds are outstanding.  
Responsible Parties 
The County Auditor shall be the party primarily responsible for ensuring that the 
Issuer successfully carries out its tax compliance requirements under applicable 
provisions of the Rules with regard to all obligations of the Issuer. The County 
Auditor is referred to as the “Compliance Officer” for purposes of this policy. The 
Compliance Officer shall be assisted by other staff and officials when appropriate 
and at the Compliance Officer’s discretion. The Compliance Officer shall also be 
authorized to retain and consult with the Advisors during the time the Bonds are 
outstanding for assistance in carrying out post-issuance tax compliance 
requirements. 
The Compliance Officer shall be responsible for assigning post-issuance tax 
compliance responsibilities to other staff. The Compliance Officer shall consult 
Advisors or such other professional service organizations as are necessary to 
ensure compliance with the post-issuance tax compliance requirements of the 
Issuer.  The Compliance Officer shall provide training and educational resources to 
staff responsible for ensuring compliance with any portion of the tax compliance 
requirements of this policy. 
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Expenditure of Bond Proceeds -- Review Process: 
The Compliance Officer shall review the resolution authorizing issuance for each 
tax-exempt obligation, and shall:  a) obtain a computation of the yield on such issue 
from the Issuer’s municipal advisor; b) create a separate Project Fund (with as many 
sub-funds as shall be necessary to allocate proceeds among the projects being 
funded by the issue) into which the proceeds of issue shall be deposited; c) review 
all requisitions, draw schedules, draw requests, invoices and bills requesting 
payment from the Project Fund; d) determine whether payment from the Project 
Fund is appropriate, and if so, make payment from the Project Fund (and 
appropriate sub-fund if applicable); e) maintain records of the payment requests and 
corresponding evidence of payment; f) maintain records showing the earnings on, 
and investment of, the Project Fund; g) ensure that investments acquired with 
proceeds are purchased at fair market value; h) identify bond proceeds or applicable 
debt service allocations that must be invested with a yield-restriction and monitor the 
investments of any yield-restricted funds to ensure that the yield on such 
investments does not exceed the yield to which such investments are restricted; i) in 
the event the Issuer seeks to utilize bond proceeds for costs that were incurred prior 
to the issuance of the Bonds, the Compliance Officer shall consult with the Advisors 
to ensure that such expenditures are within the sixty (60) day period prior to the date 
in which the Issuer made a “declaration of intent” to reimburse such costs or are 
preliminary expenditures under the Code.  If proceeds are used for such 
reimbursement, a copy of the declaration of intent shall be obtained and included in 
the records for the Bonds if not already part of the transcript; and j) if not otherwise 
provided for in the Tax Exemption Certificate executed by the officers of the Issuer at 
closing, the Compliance Officer shall prepare an “allocation memorandum” for each 
issue of Bonds that accounts for the allocation of the proceeds of the Bonds to 
expenditures not later than the earlier of:  i. Eighteen (18) months after the later of (i) 
the date the expenditure is paid, or (ii) the date the project that is financed by the 
Bonds is placed in service; or ii. Sixty (60) days after the earlier of (i) the fifth (5th) 
anniversary of the issue date of the Bonds, or (ii) the date sixty (60) days after the 
retirement of the Bonds. 
Rate of Expenditure: 
The Compliance Officer shall ensure that the expenditure of bond proceeds will be 
monitored against the expenditure expectations represented in the tax exemption 
certificate for such bond issue to ensure that: 

• Five percent (5%) of the net sale proceeds were spent or committed within six 
(6) months of the issue date; 

• Eighty-five percent (85%) of the net sale proceeds were spent within three (3) 
years of the issue date; and 

• the Issuer proceeded with due diligence to complete the project and fully 
spend the net sale proceeds; or 

• One hundred percent (100%) of proceeds used for current refunding within 
ninety (90) days of issuance. 

Failure to meet the expected expenditure expectations represented in the tax 
exemption certificate for such bond issue shall be documented and retained by the 
Compliance Officer in the records for the bond issue. 
Arbitrage Rules and Rebate Requirements 
The Compliance Officer shall review the Tax-Exemption Certificate for each tax-
exempt obligation, and the expenditure records, and shall:  a) monitor and ensure 
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that proceeds of each such issue are spent within the temporary period set forth in 
such certificate; b) if the “small issuer” exception does not apply (not more than $5 
million issued in a calendar year), monitor and ensure that the proceeds are spent in 
accordance with one or more of the applicable exceptions to rebate as set forth in 
such certificate (e.g. six month exception, eighteen month exception, two year 
“construction issue” exception); c) not less than sixty (60) days prior to a required 
expenditure date within applicable rebate exception(s), confer with bond counsel if it 
appears expenditures will fail to meet the applicable temporary period or rebate 
exception expenditure requirements of the Tax-Exemption Certificate; d) in the event 
of failure to meet a temporary period or rebate exception:  i. procure a timely 
computation of any rebate liability and, if rebate is due, file a Form 8038-T and 
arrange for payment of such rebate liability; ii. arrange for timely computation and 
payment of “yield reduction payments” (as such term is defined in the Code and 
Treasury Regulations), if applicable; e) ensure that the investment of bond proceeds 
is made only in permitted investments of the Issuer as outlined in Iowa Code 
chapters 12B and 12C, and any official policy; f) consult with the Advisors to ensure 
that the investment of bond proceeds is performed in compliance with the arbitrage 
rules and rebate requirements; g) consult with the Advisors to identify bond 
proceeds that must be yield-restricted and shall monitor the investments of any 
yield-restricted funds to ensure that the yield on such investments does not exceed 
the yield to which such investments are restricted; h) contact the rebate analyst 
(and, if appropriate, bond counsel) prior to the fifth anniversary of the date of 
issuance of each issue of bonds of the Issuer and each fifth anniversary thereafter to 
arrange for calculations and reports of the rebate requirements with respect to such 
bonds; i) if a rebate payment is required to be paid by the Issuer, the Compliance 
Officer shall prepare or cause to be prepared the appropriate form to be filed with 
the IRS (Form 8038-T); j) The Compliance Officer shall ensure that guaranteed 
investment contracts (GIC) will be purchased only using the three-bid “safe harbor” 
of applicable Treasury regulations, in compliance with fee limitations on GIC brokers 
in the regulations.  The Compliance Officer shall ensure that all other investments 
will be purchased only in market transactions. 
Filings with Internal Revenue Service 
The Compliance Officer, with assistance from bond counsel, shall ensure that each 
issuance of Bonds is properly reported with the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) as 
required by Section 149(e) of the Code.  On the issue date of each series of Bonds, 
the Compliance Officer shall consult with the Advisors to identify the deadline to file 
the requisite IRS form for such issue. 
If a bond issue consists of tax-exempt Bonds, the Issuer must report the tax-exempt 
portion on Form 8038-G or 8038-GC. 
Reporting the Issuance of Tax-Exempt Bonds 
The original issuance of a tax-exempt bond issue with an issue price of one-hundred 
thousand dollars ($100,000) or greater shall be reported on Form 8038-G.  The 
original issuance of a tax-exempt bond issue with an issue price less than one-
hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) shall be reported on Form 8038-GC. 

• Forms 8038-G and 8038-GC shall be filed by the Compliance Officer or bond 
counsel no later than the 15th day of the 2nd calendar month following the 
quarter in which the Bonds were issued.  

• The Compliance Officer shall consult with the Advisors to ensure the Form 
8038-G is accurately filled out.   
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Rebate Reporting Requirements  
The Compliance Officer shall contact the rebate analyst prior to the 5th anniversary 
of the issue date on each series of Bonds and each 5th anniversary thereafter to 
arrange for calculations of the rebate requirements with respect to such Bonds.  If a 
rebate payment is required to be paid, the Compliance Officer shall prepare or cause 
to be prepared a Form 8038-T, and submit such Form 8038-T to the IRS with the 
required rebate payment. 
If the Issuer is authorized to recover a rebate payment previously paid, the 
Compliance Officer shall prepare or cause to be prepared a Form 8038-R, with 
respect to such rebate recovery, and submit such Form 8038-R to the IRS. 
Use of Bond-Financed Property 
The Compliance Officer shall monitor the use of all bond-financed facilities in order 
to determine whether private business uses of bond-financed facilities have 
exceeded the de minimis limits set forth in Section 141(b) of the Code (generally 
10% of bond proceeds) as a result of leases and subleases, licenses, management 
contracts, research contracts, naming rights agreements or other arrangements that 
provide special legal entitlements to nongovernmental persons.  Prior to entering 
into such leases or other contracts, the Compliance Officer shall consult with bond 
counsel to ensure appropriate action is taken with respect to the bond-financed 
facilities. 
To this end, the Compliance Officer shall:  a) maintain appropriate records and a list 
of all bond financed assets.  Such records shall include the actual amount of 
proceeds (including investment earnings) spent on each of the bond financed 
assets; b) with respect to each bond financed asset, the Compliance Officer will 
monitor and confer with bond counsel with respect to all proposed: i. management 
contracts, ii. service agreements, iii. research contracts, iv. naming rights contracts, 
v. leases or sub-leases, vi. joint venture, limited liability or partnership arrangements, 
vii. sale of property, viii. any other change in use of such asset; or ix. output 
contracts (including retail and wholesale requirements contracts); c) maintain a copy 
of the proposed agreement, contract, lease or arrangement, together with the 
response by bond counsel with respect to the proposal for at least three (3) years 
after retirement of all tax-exempt obligations issued to fund all or any portion of bond 
financed assets, or obligations issued to refund those obligations; d) provide training 
and educational resources to any staff member that has the primary responsibility for 
the operation, maintenance, or inspection of bond-financed facilities with regard to 
the limitations on the private business use and on the private security or payments 
with respect to bond-financed facilities; e) ensure that no item of bond-financed 
property will be sold or transferred to a nonexempt party without advance 
arrangement of a “remedial action” under the applicable Treasury Regulations and 
the Compliance Officer shall consult with bond counsel prior to the sale or transfer of 
any bond-financed property; and f) In the event of an action with respect to a bond 
financed asset, which may cause the private business tests or private loan financing 
test to be met, the Compliance Officer shall contact bond counsel for advice and 
ensure timely remedial action under IRS Regulation Sections 1.141-12. 
Advance Refundings 
The Compliance Officer shall be responsible for the following current, post issuance 
and record retention procedures with respect to advance refunding bonds:  a) 
Identify and select bonds to be advance refunded with advice from internal financial 
personnel, and/or the Issuer’s municipal advisor; b) Identify, with advice from 
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Advisors, any possible federal tax compliance issues prior to structuring any 
advance refunding; c) Review the structure with the input of the Advisors, of 
advance refunding issues prior to the issuance to ensure (i) that the proposed 
refunding is permitted pursuant to applicable federal tax requirements if there has 
been a prior refunding of the original bond issue; (ii) that the proposed issuance 
complies with federal income tax requirements which might impose restrictions on 
the redemption date of the refunded bonds; (iii) that the proposed issuance complies 
with federal income tax requirements which allow for the proceeds and replacement 
proceeds of an issue to be invested temporarily in higher yielding investments 
without causing the advance refunding bonds to become “arbitrage bonds”; and (iv) 
that the proposed issuance will not result in the Issuer’s exploitation of the difference 
between tax exempt and taxable interest rates to obtain an financial advantage nor 
overburden the tax exempt market in a way that might be considered an abusive 
transaction for federal tax purposes; d) Collect and review data related to arbitrage 
yield restriction and rebate requirements for advance refunding bonds. To ensure 
such compliance, the Compliance Officer shall engage a rebate consultant to 
prepare a verification report in connection with the advance refunding issuance. Said 
report shall ensure said requirements are satisfied. e) Ensure, whenever possible, 
the purchase of demand deposit Treasury securities from the State and Local 
Governmental Series (“SLGS”) to size each advance refunding escrow. The 
municipal advisor shall be included in the process of subscribing SLGS. To the 
extent SLGS are not available for purchase, the Compliance Officer shall, in 
consultation with bond counsel and the municipal advisor, comply with IRS 
regulations. f) To the extent as Issuer elects to the purchase a guaranteed 
investment contract, the Compliance Officer shall ensure, after input from bond 
counsel, compliance with any bidding requirements set forth by the IRS regulations. 
g) In determining the issue price for any advance refunding issuance, the 
Compliance Officer shall obtain and retain issue price certification by the purchasing 
underwriter at closing. h) After the issuance of an advance refunding issue, the 
Compliance Officer shall ensure timely identification of violations of any federal tax 
requirements and engage bond counsel in attempt to remediate same in accordance 
with IRS regulations. 
Record Retention  
Management and retention of records related to the Issuer’s bond issues shall be 
supervised by the Compliance Officer.  Records and documents pertaining to 
cancellation, transfer, redemption or replacement of Issuer bonds shall be preserved 
by the Issuer or its agent for a period of not less than 11 years, as set forth in Iowa 
Code Section 76.10.  Other records shall be retained during the period in which the 
bonds remain outstanding (plus any refunding bonds) plus three (3) years.  Records 
may be in the form of documents and electronic copies of documents, appropriately 
indexed to specific bond issues and compliance functions. 
The Compliance Officer shall collect and retain the following records with respect to 
each issue of Bonds of the Issuer and with respect to the facilities financed with the 
proceeds of such Bonds: 

• audited financial statements of the Issuer; 
• appraisals, demand surveys, or feasibility studies, if any, with respect to the 

facilities to be financed with the proceeds of such Bonds;  
• publications, brochures, and newspaper articles, if any, related to the bond 

financing; 
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• trustee or paying agent statements; 
• records of all investments and the gains (or losses) from such investments; 
• paying agent or trustee statements regarding investments and investment 

earnings; 
• reimbursement resolutions, if any, and expenditures reimbursed with the 

proceeds of such Bonds;  
• allocations of proceeds to expenditures (including costs of issuance) and the 

dates and amounts of such expenditures (including any requisitions, 
expenditure/draw schedules, expenditure/draw requests, invoices, bills, and 
cancelled checks with respect to such expenditures; 

• contracts entered into for the construction, renovation, or purchase of bond-
financed facilities; 

• an asset list or schedule of all bond financed depreciable property and any 
depreciation schedules with respect to such assets or property;  

• records of the purchases and sales of bond-financed assets;  
• private business uses of bond-financed facilities that arise subsequent to the 

date of issue through leases and subleases, licenses, management contracts, 
research contracts, naming rights agreements, or other arrangements that 
provide special legal entitlements to nongovernmental persons and copies of 
any such agreements or instruments; arbitrage rebate reports and records of 
rebate and yield reduction payments, if any; resolutions or other actions, if 
any, taken by the Governing Body subsequent to the date of issue with 
respect to such Bonds; 

• formal elections authorized by the Code or Treasury Regulations that are 
taken with respect to such Bonds 

• relevant correspondence relating to such Bonds; 
• documents related to guaranteed investment contracts or certificates of 

deposit, credit enhancement transactions, and financial derivatives entered 
into subsequent to the date of issue; 

• copies of any and all forms filed with the IRS for each series of Bonds 
including, as applicable, Form 8038-G, Form 8038-GC; and  

• the official transcript prepared by bond counsel with respect to each series of 
Bonds of the Issuer. 

Identification of Violations and Corrections 
If, during the period the Bonds remain outstanding, it is determined that a violation of 
federal tax requirements has occurred, the Compliance Officer shall immediately 
consult with the Advisors to ensure that corrective or remedial action is taken.  In 
consultation with bond counsel, the Compliance Officer shall become acquainted 
with the remedial actions under Treasury Regulations, Section 1.141-12, to be 
utilized in the event that private business use of bond- financed facilities exceeds the 
de minimus limits under Section 141(b)(1) of the Code. In consultation with bond 
counsel, the Compliance Officer shall become acquainted with the Tax Exempt 
Bonds Voluntary Closing Agreement Program, described in Notice 2008-31, 2008-11 
I.R.B. 592, to be utilized as a means for an issuer to correct any post-issuance 
infractions of the Rules with respect to its outstanding Bonds. 
Continuing Disclosure Obligations 
In addition to its post-issuance compliance requirements under applicable provisions 
of the Rules, the Issuer has agreed to provide continuing disclosure, such as annual 
financial information and event notices, pursuant to a continuing disclosure

certificate or similar document (the “Continuing Disclosure Certificate”) prepared by 
bond counsel and made a part of the transcript with respect to each issue of Bonds 
of the Issuer that is subject to such continuing disclosure requirements. The 
Continuing Disclosure Documents shall be executed by the Issuer to assist the 
underwriters of the Issuer’s Bonds in meeting their obligations under Securities and 
Exchange Commission Regulation, 17 C.F.R. Section 240.15c2-12, as in effect and 
interpreted from time to time (“Rule 15c2-12”).  The continuing disclosure obligations 
of the Issuer shall be governed by the Continuing Disclosure Certificate and by the 
terms of Rule 15c2-12. The Compliance Officer shall be primarily responsible for 
undertaking such continuing disclosure obligations and to monitor compliance with 
such obligations. 
Other Post-Issuance Actions 
If, in consultation with the Advisors, the Compliance Officer determines that any 
additional action not identified in this policy must be taken by the Compliance Officer 
to ensure the continuing tax-exempt status or “qualified” status of any issue of the 
Issuer’s Bonds, the Compliance Officer shall take such action if the Compliance 
Officer has the authority to do so. If, after consultation with the Advisors, the 
Compliance Officer determines that this policy shall be amended or supplemented to 
ensure the continuing tax-exempt status or “qualified” status of any issue of the 
Issuer’s Bonds, the Compliance Officer shall follow the appropriate Issuer policy that 
this document be so amended or supplemented. 
Taxable Governmental Bonds 
Most of the provisions of this policy, other than the provisions Continuing Disclosure 
Obligations subsection of this policy, are not applicable to governmental Bonds the 
interest on which is includable in gross income for federal income tax purposes (i.e. 
“taxable governmental Bonds”).  If an issue of taxable governmental Bonds is later 
refunded with the proceeds of an issue of tax-exempt governmental Bonds, then the 
uses of the proceeds of the taxable governmental Bonds and the uses of the 
facilities financed with the proceeds of the taxable governmental Bonds shall be 
relevant to the tax-exempt status of the refunding Bonds.  Therefore, if there is any 
reasonable possibility that an issue of taxable governmental Bonds may be 
refunded, in whole or in part, with the proceeds of an issue of tax-exempt 
governmental Bonds then, for purposes of this policy, the Compliance Officer shall 
treat the issue of taxable governmental Bonds as if such issue were an issue of tax-
exempt governmental Bonds and shall carry out and comply with the requirements 
of this policy with respect to such taxable governmental Bonds. The Compliance 
Officer shall seek the advice of bond counsel as to whether there is any reasonable 
possibility of issuing tax-exempt governmental Bonds to refund an issue of taxable 
governmental Bonds. 
  Motion was made by Smith and seconded by Ross to approve the request from the 
Student Senate of Grundy Center High School for the use of the courthouse 
grounds.

Transfer Agent Agreement (hereafter "Agreement") has been prepared to be entered 
into between the County and Bankers Trust Company.

  Whereupon, the Chairperson declared the Resolution duly adopted as follows:  
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF 
$14,640,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION URBAN RENEWAL REFUNDING BONDS, 
SERIES 2015, AND LEVYING A TAX TO PAY SAID BONDS; APPROVAL OF THE 
TAX EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE, CONTINUING DISCLOSURE CERTIFICATE, 
AND REFUNDING TRUST AGREEMENT.  WHEREAS, the Issuer is a political 
subdivision duly organized and exists under and by virtue of the laws and 
Constitution of the State of Iowa; and WHEREAS, the Issuer is in need of funds to 
pay costs of aiding in the planning, undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal 
projects under the authority of Chapter 403, including advance refunding the 
General Obligation Urban Renewal Capital Loan Notes, Series 2009 issued for the 
purposes of loaning funds to the Grundy County Memorial Hospital (the "Hospital"), 
a county hospital operating under the authority of Iowa Code chapter 37, as 
amended, for (i) the construction of an improvement project for improvements to and 
renovation, construction, expansion, equipping and furnishing of an addition to and 
the existing space within the Hospital, including but not limited to the following: 
patient rooms, emergency department, surgery department, a walkway link from the 
existing hospital facilities to the medical office building and related site work and 
improvements, all of the foregoing located on the Hospital’s campus located at 201 
East J Avenue, Grundy Center, Iowa 50638 (the “Hospital Campus”), said Hospital 
Campus is owned by the Hospital and managed by the Allen Health Systems, Inc., a 
501(c)(3) organization, and (ii) the refunding of the outstanding principal amount of 
the Hospital’s $4,025,000 Hospital Revenue Bonds (Grundy County Memorial 
Hospital), Series 2004  (the “Prior Bonds”), originally issued to finance improvements 
to and renovation, construction, expansion, equipping and furnishing of an addition 
to and the existing space within the Hospital located on the Hospital Campus, 
including but not limited to the business office and registration, purchasing, medical 
records and administration departments, specialty clinics, surgery and recovery 
area, outpatient lobby, outpatient therapy departments, outpatient diagnostic service 
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areas, emergency room areas, additional parking areas and other site and building 
improvements, and pay costs of issuance and other associated costs and expenses 
relating to the Bonds, essential county urban renewal project(s), and it is deemed 
necessary and advisable that the County issue General Obligation Urban Renewal 
Bonds, for such purpose(s) to the amount of not to exceed $15,000,000 as 
authorized by Sections 331.443 and 403.12 of the Code of Iowa; and WHEREAS, it 
is found and determined that the aforesaid adjustment and refunding of present 
indebtedness is necessary and in the public interest and will benefit the County and 
its taxpayers by restructuring one (1) outstanding issue of Bonds for purposes of 
more efficient administration thereof; by conforming the debt service requirements to 
the anticipated receipt of tax funds thereby reducing the impact of delays in the 
collection of future taxes upon the Bond's cash flow; and to adjust the requirements 
of the outstanding indebtedness so as to facilitate the orderly retirement of Bonds 
anticipated to be issued for future capital improvements; and WHEREAS, it presently 
appears that the aforesaid benefits may be realized and at the same time savings 
may be effected in the debt service fund requirements of the County by refunding of

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF 
GRUNDY COUNTY, STATE OF IOWA:  Section 1. Definitions.  The following terms 
shall have the following meanings in this Resolution unless the text expressly or by 
necessary implication requires otherwise: "Authorized Denominations" shall mean 
$5,000 or any integral multiple thereof. "BAM" shall mean Build America Mutual 
Assurance Company, or any successor thereto. "Beneficial Owner" shall mean, 
whenever used with respect to a Bond, the person in whose name such Bond is 
recorded as the beneficial owner of such Bond by a Participant on the records of 
such Participant or such person's subrogee. "Blanket Issuer Letter of 
Representations" shall mean the Representation Letter from the Issuer to DTC, with 
respect to the Bonds. "Bond Fund" shall mean the fund created in Section 3 of this 
Resolution.

"Project" shall mean the costs of aiding in the planning, 
undertaking and carrying out of urban renewal projects under the authority of 
Chapter 403, including advance refunding the General Obligation Urban Renewal 
Capital Loan Notes, Series 2009 issued for the purposes of loaning funds to the 
Grundy County Memorial Hospital (the "Hospital"), a county hospital operating under 
the authority of Iowa Code chapter 37, as amended, for (i) the construction of an 
improvement project for improvements to and renovation, construction, expansion, 
equipping and furnishing of an addition to and the existing space within the Hospital, 
including but not limited to the following: patient rooms, emergency department, 
surgery department, a walkway link from the existing hospital facilities to the medical 
office building and related site work and improvements, all of the foregoing located

$16,020,000 General Obligation Urban Renewal Capital Loan Notes, Series 2009, 
dated July 15, 2009. "Registrar" shall mean Bankers Trust Company of Des Moines, 
Iowa, or such successor as may be approved by Issuer as provided herein and who 
shall carry out the duties prescribed herein with respect to maintaining a register of 
the owners of the Bonds.  Unless otherwise specified, the Registrar shall also act as 
Transfer Agent for the Bonds. "Resolution" shall mean this resolution authorizing the 
Bonds. "Security Documents" shall mean the resolution, trust agreement, ordinance, 
loan agreement, bond, note, and/or any additional or supplemental documents 
executed in connection with the Bonds. "Tax Exemption Certificate" shall mean the 
Closing Certificate of the Issuer approved under the terms of this Resolution and to 
be executed by the Treasurer and delivered at the time of issuance and delivery of 
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the Bonds. "Treasurer" shall mean the County Treasurer or such other officer as 
shall succeed to the same duties and responsibilities with respect to the recording 
and payment of the Bonds issued hereunder. "Trustee" shall mean Bankers Trust 
Company of Des Moines, Iowa, or its successor as may be approved pursuant to the 
"Refunding Trust Agreement" referred to herein between the Issuer and the Trustee 
for the purpose of insuring the payment of the outstanding bonds. Section 2. Levy 
and Certification of Annual Tax; Other Funds to be Used. a) Levy of Annual Tax.  
That for the purpose of providing funds to pay the principal and interest of the Bonds 
hereinafter authorized to be issued, there is hereby levied for each future year the 
following direct annual tax on all of the taxable property in Grundy Center, Iowa, to-
wit:

by a valid pledge of direct obligations of the United States Government having an 
equivalent market value.  All such interim investments shall mature before the date 
on which the moneys are required for payment of principal of or interest on the 
Bonds as herein provided.  Section 6. Bond Details, Execution and Redemption.  a) 
Bond Details.  General Obligation Urban Renewal Refunding Bonds, Series 2015, of 
the County in the amount of $14,640,000 shall be issued pursuant to the provisions 
of Section 331.443 and 403.12 of the Code of Iowa for the aforesaid purpose.  The 
Bonds shall be designated "GENERAL OBLIGATION URBAN RENEWAL BOND", 
be dated October 19, 2015, and bear interest from the date thereof, until payment 
thereof, at the office of the Paying Agent, the interest payable on June 1, 2016, and 
semiannually thereafter on the 1st day of June and December in each year until 
maturity at the rates hereinafter provided.

b) Redemption. i. Optional Redemption.  Bonds maturing after June 1, 2022, may be 
called for optional redemption by the Issuer on that date or any date thereafter, from 
any funds regardless of source, in whole or from time to time in part, in any order of 
maturity and within an annual maturity by lot.  The terms of redemption shall be par, 
plus accrued interest to date of call.  Thirty days' written notice of redemption shall 
be given to the registered owner of the Bond.  Failure to give written notice to any 
registered owner of the Bonds or any defect therein shall not affect the validity of any 
proceedings for the redemption of the Bonds.  All Bonds or portions thereof called 
for redemption will cease to bear interest after the specified redemption date, 
provided funds for their redemption are on deposit at the place of payment.  Written 
notice will be deemed completed upon transmission to the owner of record.  If less 
than all of a maturity is called for redemption, the Issuer will notify DTC of the 
particular amount of such maturity to be redeemed prior to maturity.  DTC will 
determine by lot the amount of each Participant's interest in such maturity to be 
redeemed and each Participant will then select by lot the beneficial ownership 
interests in such maturity to be redeemed.  All prepayments shall be at a price of par 
plus accrued interest. Section 7. Issuance of Bonds in Book-Entry Form;  
Replacement Bonds. a) Notwithstanding the other provisions of this Resolution 
regarding registration, ownership, transfer, payment and exchange of the Bonds, 
unless the Issuer determines to permit the exchange of Depository Bonds for Bonds 
in Authorized Denominations, the Bonds shall be issued as Depository Bonds in 
denominations of the entire principal amount of each maturity of Bonds (or, if a 
portion of said principal amount is prepaid, said principal amount less the prepaid 
amount).  The Bonds must be registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee for 
DTC.  Payment of semiannual interest for any Bonds registered in the name of Cede 
& Co. will be made by wire transfer or New York Clearing House or equivalent next 
day funds to the account of Cede & Co. on the interest payment date for the Bonds 
at the address indicated or in the Representation Letter. b) The Bonds will be initially 
issued in the form of separate single authenticated fully registered bonds in the 
amount of each stated maturity of the Bonds.  Upon initial issuance, the ownership 
of the Bonds will be registered in the registry books of the Bankers Trust Company 
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kept by the Paying Agent and Registrar in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of 
DTC.  The Paying Agent and Registrar and the Issuer may treat DTC (or its 
nominee) as the sole and exclusive owner of the Bonds registered in its name for the 
purposes of payment of the principal or redemption price of or interest on the Bonds, 
selecting the Bonds or portions to be redeemed, giving any notice permitted or 
required to be given to registered owners of Bonds under the Resolution of the 
Issuer, registering the transfer of Bonds, obtaining any consent or other action to be 
taken by registered owners of the Bonds and for other purposes.  The Paying Agent, 
Registrar and the Issuer have no responsibility or obligation to any Participant or 
Beneficial Owner of the Bonds under or through DTC with respect to the accuracy of 
records maintained by DTC or any Participant; with respect to the payment by DTC 
or Participant of an amount of principal or redemption price of or interest on the 
Bonds; with respect to any notice given to owners of Bonds under the Resolution; 
with respect to the Participant(s) selected to receive payment in the event of a partial 
redemption of the Bonds, or a consent given or other action taken by DTC as 
registered owner of the Bonds.  The Paying Agent and Registrar shall pay all 
principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds only to Cede & Co. in 
accordance with the Representation Letter, and all payments are valid and effective 
to fully satisfy and discharge the Issuer's obligations with respect to the principal of 
and premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds to the extent of the sum paid.  DTC 
must receive an authenticated Bond for each separate stated maturity evidencing 
the obligation of the Issuer to make payments of principal of and premium, if any, 
and interest.  Upon delivery by DTC to the Paying Agent and Registrar of written 
notice that DTC has determined to substitute a new nominee in place of Cede & Co., 
the Bonds will be transferable to the new nominee in accordance with this Section. 
c) In the event the Issuer determines that it is in the best interest of the Beneficial 
Owners that they be able to obtain Bonds certificates, the Issuer may notify DTC and 
the Paying Agent and Registrar, whereupon DTC will notify the Participants, of the 
availability through DTC of Bonds certificates.  The Bonds will be transferable in 
accordance with this Section.  DTC may determine to discontinue providing its 
services with respect to the Bonds at any time by giving notice to the Issuer and the 
Paying Agent and Registrar and discharging its responsibilities under applicable law.  
In this event, the Bonds will be transferable in accordance with this Section. d) 
Notwithstanding any other provision of the Resolution to the contrary, so long as any 
Bond is registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC, all payments 
with respect to the principal of and premium, if any, and interest on the Bond and all 
notices must be made and given, respectively to DTC as provided in the 
Representation letter. e) In connection with any notice or other communication to be 
provided to Bondholders by the Issuer or the Paying Agent and Registrar with 
respect to a consent or other action to be taken by Bondholders, the Issuer or the 
Paying Agent and Registrar, as the case may be, shall establish a record date for 
the consent or other action and give DTC notice of the record date not less than 15 
calendar days in advance of the record date to the extent possible.  Notice to DTC 
must be given only when DTC is the sole Bondholder. f) The Representation Letter 
is on file with DTC and sets forth certain matters with respect to, among other things, 
notices, consents and approvals by Bondholders and payments on the Bonds.  The 
execution and delivery of the Representation Letter to DTC by the Issuer is ratified 
and confirmed. g) In the event that a transfer or exchange of the Bonds is permitted 
under this Section, the transfer or exchange may be accomplished upon receipt by 
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the Registrar from the registered owners of the Bonds to be transferred or 
exchanged and appropriate instruments of transfer.  In the event Bond certificates 
are issued to holders other than Cede & Co., its successor as nominee for DTC as 
holder of all the Bonds, or other securities depository as holder of all the Bonds, the 
provisions of the Resolution apply to, among other things, the printing of certificates 
and the method or payment of principal of and interest on the certificates.  Any 
substitute depository shall be designated in writing by the Issuer to the Paying 
Agent.  Any such substitute depository shall be a qualified and registered "clearing 
agency" as provided in Section 17A of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as 
amended.  The substitute depository shall provide for (i) immobilization of the 
Depository Bonds, (ii) registration and transfer of interests in Depository Bonds by 
book entries made on records of the depository or its nominee and (iii) payment of 
principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds in accordance with and as 
such interests may appear with respect to such book entries. h) The officers of the 
Issuer are authorized and directed to prepare and furnish to the purchaser, and to 
the attorneys approving the legality of Bonds, certified copies of proceedings, 
ordinances, resolutions and records and all certificates and affidavits and other 
instruments as may be required to evidence the legality and marketability of the 
Bonds, and all certified copies, certificates, affidavits and other instruments 
constitute representations of the Issuer as to the correctness of all stated or recited 
facts. Section 8. Registration of Bonds; Appointment of Registrar; Transfer; 
Ownership; Delivery; and Cancellation. a) Registration.  The ownership of Bonds 
may be transferred only by the making of an entry upon the books kept for the 
registration and transfer of ownership of the Bonds, and in no other way. Bankers 
Trust Company is hereby appointed as Bond Registrar under the terms of this 
Resolution and under the provisions of a separate agreement with the Issuer filed 
herewith which is made a part hereof by this reference.

of the Bonds or the trustee, paying agent, registrar, or similar agent (the “Trustee”) 
for the benefit of such holders under any Security Document. The Trustee may not 
waive any default or event of default or accelerate the Insured Obligations without 
BAM’s written consent. (c) BAM As Third Party Beneficiary. BAM is explicitly 
recognized as and shall be deemed to be a third party beneficiary of the Security 
Documents and may enforce any right, remedy or claim conferred, given or granted 
thereunder.  (d) Policy Payments. (i) In the event that principal and/or interest due on 
the Bonds shall be paid by BAM pursuant to the Policy, the Bonds shall remain 
outstanding for all purposes, not be defeased or otherwise satisfied and not be 
considered paid by the Issuer, the assignment and pledge of the trust estate and all 
covenants, agreements and other obligations of the Issuer to the registered owners 
shall continue to exist and shall run to the benefit of BAM, and BAM shall be 
subrogated to the rights of such registered owners including, without limitation, any 
rights that such owners may have in respect of securities law violations arising from 
the offer and sale of the Bonds.  (ii) Irrespective of whether any such assignment is 
executed and delivered, the Issuer and the Trustee shall agree for the benefit of BAM 
that: a. They recognize that to the extent BAM makes payments directly or indirectly 
(e.g., by paying through the Trustee), on account of principal of or interest on the 
Bonds, BAM will be subrogated to the rights of such holders to receive the amount of 
such principal and interest from the Issuer, with interest thereon, as provided and 
solely from the sources stated in the Security Document and the Bonds; and b. They 
will accordingly pay to BAM the amount of such principal and interest, with interest 
thereon, but only from the sources and in the manner provided in the Security 
Documents and the Bonds for the payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds 
to holders, and will otherwise treat BAM as the owner of such rights to the amount of 
such principal and interest.  (iii) Special Provisions for Insurer Default: If an Insurer 
Default shall occur and be continuing, then, notwithstanding anything in paragraph B 
above to the contrary, (1) if at any time prior to or following an Insurer Default, BAM 
has made payment under the Policy, to the extent of such payment BAM shall be 
treated like any other holder of the Bonds for all purposes, including giving of 
consents, and (2) if BAM has not made any payment under the Policy, BAM shall 
have no further consent rights until the particular Insurer Default is no longer 
continuing or BAM makes a payment under the Policy, in which event, the foregoing 
clause (1) shall control.  For purposes of this paragraph (3), “Insurer Default” means: 
(A) BAM has failed to make any payment under the Policy when due and owing in 
accordance with its terms; or (B) BAM shall (i) voluntarily commence any proceeding 
or file any petition seeking relief under the United States Bankruptcy Code or any 
other Federal, state or foreign bankruptcy, insolvency or similar law, (ii) consent to 
the institution of or fail to controvert in a timely and appropriate manner, any such 
proceeding or the filing of any such petition, (iii) apply for or consent to the 
appointment of a receiver, trustee, custodian, sequestrator or similar official for  such 
party or for a substantial part of its property, (iv) file an answer admitting the material 
allegations of a petition filed against it in any such proceeding, (v) make a general 
assignment for the benefit of creditors, or (vi) take action for the purpose of effecting 
any of the foregoing; or (C) any state or federal agency or instrumentality shall order 
the suspension of payments on the Policy or shall obtain an order or grant approval 
for the rehabilitation, liquidation, conservation or dissolution of BAM (including 
without limitation under the New York Insurance Law).
